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The researcher explored the development of dance/movement therapy in Finland. The purpose was to explore why dance therapy developed out of educational dance and not of dance as a performance form.  Can it be that the development of dance is influenced by the concept of creativity found at the base of the dance? The data were derived from the researcher’s practical dance work, papers written around the subject and on other written sources and photos. The method is qualitative and comparative. The idea is presented in the form of a collage. The researcher’s purpose was to illustrate how two different concepts of creativity seem to influence the development of the two dance trends outlined here and how the development of dance therapy out of educational dance may be understood in this light. 
Through this investigation, the researcher discovered that dance centered on performance seems influenced by a result-oriented concept of creativity while educational dance seems influenced by a process-oriented concept of creativity. The process-oriented view of creativity in dance education contributes to dance therapy by its orientation, which seems so basic to the development of dance therapy.
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
